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QCT MYOB BAS COURSE

Session Overview
This session offers participants a practical learning environment where MYOB functionality and BAS knowledge will be demonstrated using examples.
This session is a requirement for those in the Mentor Programme that wish to participate in the BAS sessions each three months.

Note: Prior to March 2010 this content was delivered as part of the MYOB Advanced course. We have separated the course to allow more time for practical examples. If you have attended the MYOB Advanced course prior to March 2010 you do not need to attend this session.

Prior knowledge suggested before attending this session
This session assumes attendance at the MYOB Basics and Intermediate sessions. It assumes an advanced understanding of accounting fundamentals and solid knowledge of MYOB functionality. We will not be recapping material from the previous courses.
If you have only completed the MYOB Basic Course but have attended work experience (i.e. QCT Weekly Accounts) with us you should be able to follow the course.

Session Duration

Session Topics
The MYOB Basics presentation will cover the following:

· Reconciliation steps to ensure the MYOB file is ready to complete a BAS

· Explanation of the MYOB Company Data Auditor functionality
· You will be provided a 10 page Instruction manual written by QCT 

· Using a sample MYOB file you will complete a BAS using a real BAS form
· Any questions on above topics that people have
Session Format
During the session participants will be given real life examples of problems encountered in the real world. The presenter will walk participants through a step by step guide of each scenario– students will be encouraged to input into the discussion rather than individually performing transactions.
The session will not run from theoretical text books.
